VINTAGE 200I

Light winter rains followed by warm temperatures in May allowed Opus One’s vines to flower at
an even pace, producing small, concentrated berries. The time from bloom to harvest was quite
long at 133 days for Cabernet Sauvignon. Excellent and unhurried, the harvest began September
Istand concluded on October 19th. Inky purple in color with undertones of magenta, the 2001
Opus One shows aromas of black currant, black cherry liqueur, plum and fresh vanilla, with
hints of graham cracker and black peppercorn. A supple, creamy entry is followed by intense
flavors of ripe black cherry, cassis, and dark chocolate, finishing with lingering black fruit and

savory spice.
