Mouton Rothschild, and renowned Napa Valley vintner Robert Mondavi. By combining the 

great winemaking traditions and innovations of both families, the founders’ singular goal was 

to create an exceptional wine in the heart of Napa Valley.

VINTAGE 2oo3
The harvest of 2003 began on September 17th and concluded on November 2nd, the day before 
the start of heavy autumn rains. A moderately deep garnet, the 2003 Opus One offers aromas 
of blackberry, plum, hazelnut, graphite, olive oil, cocoa and dried cherries. The wine presents a 
soft entry with rich, flannel-like tannins supporting a sweetness and purity of balance. Showing 
the vibrant blackberry and black cherry fruit of Oakville, the wine also recalls the elegance of 
Bordeaux. Nuances of dark chocolate, black licorice and herbs linger on the finish.
